Su trabajo se compone de multiples estilos, aproximaciones
y materiales, desde el neo-surrealismo a la muebleria, a los
juguetes en la cultura popular y a la historia de la escultura.
Cemin comenzd a interesarse por la escultura en su
adolescencia. Antes distraido por la filosofia y la fisica, co-
menzo a centrar su atencion en el arte, dibujando y

creando ilustraciones para revistas. Obtuvo su titulo en la
Ecole nationale supérieure des Beaux-Arts, en Paris, Francia.

Se mudd a la ciudad de Nueva York poco despues de eso,
donde trabajé en varios talleres de impresién. Finalmente,
en 1983 comenzd a trabajar con escultura.

La primera pieza escultdrica que exhibid se tituldé “The Granny ashtray” y, a través de los 80, Cemin se
convirtié en una parte integral de la escena del arte del East Village de Nueva York. Algunos de sus

trabajos de esa época estan en exposicidn permanente en importantes instituciones, como el Museo de Arte
Contemporaneo de Los Angeles.

En 2012 Saint Claire Cemin tuvo una exhibicién publica de su trabajo a lo largo de Broadway, en Manhattan.
De los multiples trabajos expuestos uno de ellos, “Vortex”, colocado en la esquina de la calle 57, alcanzaba
los 40 pies de altura.

Su trabajo estd incluido en las colecciones del Museo Whitney de Arte Americano, el Fondo Nacional de Arte
Contemporaneo de Paris, la Colecciéon Emily Fisher Landau, la Fundacién de la Familia Eli Broad y el Museo
Inhotim en Brazil.

Each remains always close to our familiar world of objects and the body of the
self, but loosen language of fixed meaning, where word and image jostle to gain the upper hand, as each
swerves away from the other. One by one, they work along the borders and limits of knowledge and signs
for the real”
